At the naked spectacle of this
vengeful wrath and malevolent hatred, the colour fled from men’s
faces, and a vast concourse of men and women ... took to precipitate
flight through these three gates. Seeking the little villages and
shrines outside the city, they drew breath to wait until such time as
might favour their return.

Those who have enjoyed pleasures and renounced them, move
about like the wind, and go wherever they please, unchecked like
birds in their flight ...

Leave your large kingdom ... abandon what pleases the senses, be
without attachment and property, then practise severe penance,
being firm of energy ...
